�LearnhowanMSDworks,makesureitfunctions
properlyandthatthewasteisgoingintotheholding
tankandnotintothewater,andmakerepairswhen
necessary.Regularlymaintainandcleantheboat’s
plumbingandventingsystem.

�Useonshorerestroomfacilitieswhenatthedock.If
theyarenotadequate,boatersshouldencouragethe
dockoperatortoprovideappropriatefacilities.

�Ifyourboatdoesnothaveaninstalledtoilet,packout
allwaste.Bringportabletoiletsashoreforproper
wastedisposal.

�Usepumpoutfacilitieswhenavailableand
askforthemiftheyarenot.Ifyouhave
questionsabouthowtousethepumpout
facilities,askfirst(seeinfoinsidebar:Proper
DisposalofBoatSewage).

�Encouragethedevelopmentofmorepumpoutstations,
aswellasportabletoiletdumpstations,andlearnhow
tousethem.

�Useswimdiapersonyoungchildrenanddisposeof
useddiapersintrash.

�Pickupafteryourpetanddisposeofwasteintrashor
petwastereceptacle.
